About the Program. ..

Books in a Bag are book discussion
kits developed just for book clubs.
The Longmont Library carries more
than 50 Books in a Bag, all of which
contain ten copies of a book, plus a
reading guide.

The Colorado Library Connection
book bags expand the number of
titles available for book groups. These
bags are loaned by the Colorado
State Library, and there are more than
115 titles to choose from. The Colora-
do Library Connection book bags do
not have study guides or author bio-
graphical information.

A librarian at the Reference Desk can
help you with ordering the book bag.
Select one title, plus one or two alter-
nate titles in case the one you want is
already checked out. Indicate how
many copies of the book you need.
Bags usually arrive within a week, and
they check out for six weeks.
