area is in close proximity to
a plowed street and that emergency services can be provided.

You may experience some inconvenience as snow is moved out of the streets

and into the gutters. In certain areas, snow may be plowed onto sidewalks or
into driveways due to the narrowness of the roadways.

The plowing schedule is based on snow accumulation at three levels:

Level One storms: This is little accumulation with no additional storms
forecast for the near future. City crews respond as needed to overpasses,
bridges and other areas likely to freeze.

Level Two storms: This snow event has accumulation of one to six inches
with the possibility of back-to-back storms. At this point, a complete snow
crew of 15 staff with corresponding equipment is put on a 12-hour rotating
shift. The crews typically work the major roadways and arterials, as well

as the downtown area and school zones.

Level Three storms: At this level the City has received six to fifteen inches
of snow, whether in a single snow event or multiple storms. The entire snow
crew is called out to work 12-hour rotating shifts, and private contractors
may be called in to assist snow removal efforts. During Level Three snow
events, the major transportation corridors are the first priority, and residential
streets will begin to be plowed.

Dogs Not Allowed on New Section of Trail

The new section of the St. Vrain Greenway
trail from 119th Street to Sandstone Ranch
that opened in November is extraordinarily
rich in wildlife and diverse habitats and
requires special protection.

In order to provide this protection, dogs,
either on a leash or unleashed, will not
be allowed on the portion of the trail
between County Line Road and
Sandstone Ranch (approximately one mile
of trail east of County Line Road).

Dogs are inherently predators. Unleashed
dogs typically will chase wildlife, and even

Species currently found in this
corridor include bald eagle, golden eagle,
red-tailed hawk, Swainson’s hawk, osprey,
kestrel, wild turkey, great blue heron,
snowy egret, pelican, white-tailed
deer, bobcat, fox and coyote.

Failure to shovel the sidewalk abutting
your property may result in an
official notice from Code
Enforcement. If you receive
a notice in the mail, or as a door
hanger, you have 24 hours to
shovel the snow and remove
the ice. If you do not
comply with the official
notice, you may be issued

Longmont Municipal Code 9.04.130
states that the owner, manager, or
tenant leasing the entire premises
of any property abutting a public

clear the walk of snow and will order a contractor to shovel
ice the entire width of the sidewalk or to at least four ~ the walks at your expense.
