The Longmont Police Department is releasing information regarding an individual living in Longmont, Colorado who has been designated by the Colorado State Board of Parole as a Sexually Violent Predator. The following is the related information about this individual:

Vasquez was released from the Colorado Department of Corrections today (12/20/2007), and will be living in Longmont.  Vasquez was designated as a sexually violent predator based on a psycho-sexual evaluation conducted prior to his release. Vasquez’s only known sexual offense on which he was arrested, occurred in Longmont on 9/10/2001.  His arrest and eventual conviction on the charge of Sexual Assault on a Child in that case, was based on him having sexual relations with his 14 year old girlfriend.  At the time, Vasquez was 24 years old. Vasquez was incarcerated in prison from 9/18/2006 to 5/23/2007 based on a conviction for Fraud – Impersonation. Following his initial release from prison Vasquez violated his parole and was sent back to prison in June 2007 where he has remained incarcerated until his release today.
Vasquez will be living at the Longmont Community Treatment Center located at 236 Main Street. Mr. Vasquez will be monitored by the Colorado Department of Parole and will have extensive parole conditions that he must follow including: mental health assessment and treatment, drug and alcohol treatment, intensive parole supervision, and active GPS monitoring/tracking. Vasquez is one of only two sexually violent predators living in the City of Longmont. 
As required by Colorado State Law, the Longmont Police Department will be conducting a Community Notification Meeting, later in the month of January 2008 in order to discuss Vasquez’s status and the laws pertaining to sexually violent predators (date and location to be announced).
